We believe in one eternal God who is the Creator of all things.  He exists in three Persons:  God the Father, God the Son and God the Holy Spirit.

We believe the Bible to be the inspired and infallible Word of God.  It is our guide for our faith, our family, our community and all aspects of our daily living.  The Word of God is eternal and unbroken.

We believe in salvation by grace.  This is a free gift from God, given to all who believe in His Son Jesus, the Christ, and accept Him as the Lord of their life.

We believe that Jesus Christ is God and man, was born of a virgin, lived a sinless life, died and rose again bodily, ascended into heaven and now sits at the right hand of the Father.

We believe that Christ’s atonement for sin was made by the sacrificial and substitution death for each of us upon the cross.  It is only through repentance of our sins and faith in Jesus’ redeeming blood through that loving sacrifice that we are saved.

We believe that every Christian should live for Christ and not for themselves by obedience to the Word of God and daily yielding to the Holy Spirit; aspiring to be Christ-like in all that they do.

We believe the Holy Spirit is the living and fulfilled Promise of the Father, the Comforter and Counselor who indwells and places every believer in the Body of Christ, bestows spiritual gifts upon the Church and its members.

We believe in the baptism of the Holy Spirit and it is for all believers as a definite endowment of power for service and is subsequent to, and separate from, conversion with the scriptural evidence of speaking in tongues.

We believe in the fruits and gifts of the Holy Spirit, for the edification of the body of believers, and enabling the believer to live a life pleasing to God.

We believe that all believers should receive water baptism, as a demonstration of their faith, and in obedience to the commandment of our Lord.  This act represents a commitment by the believer, and should be accompanied by a renewal and sanctification through the Holy Spirit.  Water baptism is an outward symbol of spiritual identification with His death, burial, and resurrection.

We believe Christ will literally return to the earth in power and great glory to fulfill the prophecy and reclaim creation for God.  Judgment will be made in the resurrection of the saved and the lost; the saved shall enter into eternal life and the lost into eternal punishment.

The Mission of the Church

The Church is the Body of Christ, the habitation of God through the Spirit, with divine appointment for the fulfillment of the great commission.  Priorities of the Church are:

a) To be an agency of God for evangelizing the world.

b) To be a cooperative body in which man may worship God.

c) To be a channel of God’s purpose to build a body of believers, being perfected in the image of His son

That these believers, saved and called out of the world, constitute the body or church of Jesus Christ, built and established upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ himself being the chief cornerstone.

That the Church come together in fellowship as a representative body of saved, Spirit-filled believers who ordain and send out evangelists and missionaries, and under supervision of the Holy Spirit, with signs and wonders following those who believe.  (Mark 16:17-18)

Divine healing is an integral part of the gospel.  Deliverance from sickness is provided for in the Atonement and is the privilege of all believers. (Isaiah 53:4)

The Ministry

A divine call and scriptural ordained ministry has been provided by our Lord for the threefold purpose of leading the church in:

a) Evangelization of the world

b) Worship of God

c) Building a body of saints being perfected in the image of His Son.

The Church Ordinances

A. Baptism in Water:

Baptism by immersion is commanded in the Scriptures.  All who believe in Christ and repent, thereby accepting Him as Lord and Savior, are to be baptized. (Matthew 28:19) (Acts 2:38)

B. Holy Communion:

The Lord’s Supper, consisting of the elements of bread and the fruit of the vine, is the symbol expressing our sharing the divine nature of our Lord Jesus Christ (2 Peter 1:4); a memorial of His suffering and death (1 Corinthians 11:26); and is celebrated on the 1st Sunday of every month.

C. Baptism in the Holy Spirit:

All believers are entitled to, and should ardently expect and seek, the promise of the Father, the baptism in the Holy Spirit and fire, according to the command of our Lord Jesus Christ.  This was the normal experience in all of the early Christian church.  With it comes the endowment of power for life and service, the bestowment of the gifts and their use in the work of the ministry (Acts 2:4).  This experience is distinct from the experience of the new birth.
